Participants learn an overlaying technique that allows
them to construct an original landscape design, with 
easy curved piecing. Embroidery and free motion 
stitching instruction for extra texture and dimension is
included.

Option of hand painting a piece of fabric for the sky or 
background is offered.

This quilt was inspired by a love for both antique 
Mariner’s Compass and Feathered Star quilts. It consists 
of 13 blocks, 9 Mariners Feathered Star blocks and 4 
Mariner’s Compass blocks set on point.

The quilt is completed with setting triangles in a feature 
fabric. It is foundation pieced for ease and accuracy;
or can be pieced entirely by hand. 

This workshop is suitable for all levels of quilters. 
Participants  receive instruction on construction and 
completion of quilt

There are many, many possibilities for each quilt, and 
the designs work especially well with striped fabrics as 
all kinds of log cabin style patterns can be made. The 
basis of the quilts is groups of fat quarters or fat eighths. 
This class can help you use up some of your stash!

Pre-class preparation is required so that you to focus on 
making both quilt tops in class.

Rhonda is a Bright resident with a love of patchwork. 
She has more than 30 years experience in the textile 
industry including teaching.

In this workshop Rhonda will guide you through the 
process of making this spectacular multi coloured 
scrap quilt. Techniques include using press bars to form 
intertwining circles. The circles extend into the border, 
creating a new twist on the classic wedding ring 
pattern. The pattern can be adapted to any square 
block size.

Rhonda is travelling to Houston, Texas, USA in 
November to teach this project at the International 
Quilt Festival
